PROPOSED CHANGES IN METHODS AND STANDARDS
FOR ESTABLISHING MEDICAL ASSISTANCE PAYMENT RATES

The Illinois Department of Healthcare and Family Services (HFS) is proposing a change in the
methods and standards of payment to providers. The proposed change is effective for dates of
service July 1, 2019, and after.

The Department of Healthcare and Family Services is proposing to establish a new payment
methodology for large public ambulance providers. The proposed change will increase
expenditures by approximately $277 million.

In addition, the Department is proposing to increase rates for all other ambulance providers. An
expenditure increase is approximated at $36.5 million. Medi-car reimbursement rates will be
increased and are expected to increase expenditures by $1.5 million.

The proposed change is subject to approval by the federal Centers for Medicare and Medicaid
Services and may be modified or revised during the approval process.
