
PROPOSED CHANGES IN METHODS AND STANDARDS 

FOR ESTABLISHING MEDICAL ASSISTANCE PAYMENT RATES

The Illinois Department of Healthcare and Family Services (HFS) is proposing a change in the 

methods and standards by which the Department will reimburse providers. The proposed change 

is effective for dates of service on or after January 1, 2020 and is addressed below.   

 

Effective for dates of service January 1, 2020, and after, the Department's will provide coverage 

of the treatment of autism spectrum disorder (ASD) through applied behavior analysis (ABA) 

under the medical assistance program for children with a diagnosis of ASD when ordered by a 

physician licensed to practice medicine in all its branches and rendered by a licensed clinical 

social worker or licensed clinical psychologist with a board certified behavior analyst (BCBA) 

certification or a registered behavior technician (RBT).  

 

The proposed change will increase expenditures by approximately $42 million.  

 

The proposed change is subject to approval by the federal Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 

Services and may be modified or revised during the approval process. 

 

Any interested party may submit questions or comments concerning these proposed changes in
