How do I know if I qualify?

1. You must have Medicare Hospital Insurance (Part A). If you're not sure whether you have it, look
on your Medicare card or call Social Security at 1-800-772-1213 (TTY: 1-800-325-0778) to find
out. The call is free.

2. Your income must be below certain limits. Look at the table provided on this flyer to see if you
might qualify.

3. Your resources (not counting your home) cannot exceed $9,090 for yourself or $15,160 if you
have one or more dependents living with you.
Financial resources are things like bank accounts, stocks and bonds.
Some things are not counted: the home you live in, one car, burial plots and furniture.
The State of lllinois will not place a claim on your estate for the amount of Medicare cost-sharing
expenses paid by the State.

How Does It Work?

The State of lllinois may pay some or all of the following Medicare expenses depending on your
income:

Premiums — These amounts would no longer be deducted from your Social Security check.

Deductibles and Coinsurance — If your doctor accepts assignment, he or she will bill the State
for these amounts when you seek healthcare.
