On behalf of the lllinois Department of Healthcare and Famity Services (HFS), | present the
Fiscal Year 2015 annual report on the Illinois Primary Care Case Management Program
{llinois Health Connect). This report is required by the Covering ALL KIDS Heallh
fnsurance Act [215 IL.CS 170/47]. 1llinois Health Connect ({HC) is lllinois’ Primary Care
Case Management (PCCM) program, implemented by the Department in 2006 under
voluntary enroliment and in 2007 under statewide mandaiory enroliment. The PCCM
program was the HFS’s first step toward implementing managed care throughout the state.
This program is based on the American Academy of Pediatrics' initiative to create medical
homes to encourage the delivery of healthcare services in the most appropriate setting and
ensure access to preventive healthcare services.

Foliowing the implementation of IHC, HFS moved forward with expanding its healthcare
delivery system in order comply with the mandates under the Medicaid reform law, P.A. 96-
1501, and the Affordable Care Act (ACA) initiatives. As such, HFS has recently concluded
the expansion of its managed care programs which incorporated Coordinated Care Entities
(CCEs), Accountable Care Entities (ACEs), additional Managed Care Community Networks
(MCCNs) and Managed Care Organizations (MCOs) within the five (5) mandatory managed
care regions. During this expansion (FY14 and FY15), upwards of 1.5 million people on
Medicaid and All Kids in five mandatory managed care regicns were transitioned from the
IHC program into some form of care coordination with a Managed Care Health Plan,
Although IHC is no longer a statewide health plan choice, it will continue to be a health plan
choice for clients in the non-mandatory managed care regions. |HC will also continue to
provide program support for the CCEs and ACEs as they work toward transitioning to either
full risk or subcontracting with an MCO.

As such, HFS has recently
concluded the expansion of its managed care programs which incorporated Coordinated
Care Entities (CCEs), Accountable Care Entities (ACEs) and additional Managed Care

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REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

SUMMARY

The Covering ALL KIDS Health Insurance Act was amended by PA 95-650 [215 ILCS
170/47] to require that HFS report annually to the General Assembly by September 1 of
each year concerning the numbers of providers pariicipating in the program.

215 1.C8 170-47

The Department shall report annually by September 1, on the following:

(&) The number of professionals serving in the primary care case management
prograrm, by licensed profession and by county, and, for counties with a population
of 100,000 or greater, by geo zip code, (See Appendix B, Table B.1)

(b) The number of non-primary care providers accepting referrals, by specialty
designation, by licensed profession and by county, and, for counties with a
population of 100,000 or greater, by geo zip code. (See Appendix B, Table B.2)

(c) The number of individuals enrolled in the Covering ALL KIDS Health insurance

Program by income or premium level and by county, and, for counties with a
population of 700,000 or greafer, by geo zip code. (See Appendix C)
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INTRODUCTION

The Primary Care Case Management program serves children and adults and is
designed to connect each eligible client with a Primary Care Provider at a “medical
home” where regular ongoing care is received. Through a medical home, enrollees
receive better coordinated care, decreasing inappropriate and costly care, such as
emergency room visits or hospitalizations.

The Program Overview provides more information about the current Primary Care Case
Management program and efforts that have been implemented to assist both HFS
clients and providers navigate the program and build upon the medical home concept,
including increasing access to care for individuals enrolled in the Covering ALL KIDS
Health Insurance Program.
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PROGRAM OVERVIEW

lllinois Health Connect

Clients enrolled in lllinois Health Connect receive both care coordination and case
management services from their PCP. Eligible clients that must select a PCP in lllinois
Health Connect for their medical home include most children enrolled in All Kids, adults,
and seniors and adults with disabilities in the non-mandatory counties. Under the
expansion of managed care pursuant to Medicaid Reform law (P.A. 96-1501) during the
fiscal years of 2014 and 2015, over 1.5 million lllinois Health Connect members in the
five (5) mandatory managed care regions were fransitioned from the lllinois Health
Connect program into new managed care health plans. With this transition the Illinois
Health Connect membership was decreased from roughly 2 million members prior to
June 30, 2014 o almost 400,000 members as of June 30, 2015 in the non-mandatory
counties.

The Illinois Health Connect Program focuses on the promotion of the patient-physician
relationship in order {o improve the quality of healthcare for members, support continuity
of care initiafives, increase access fo care, and to reduce unnecessary emergency roorm
visits and hospitalizations through established medical homes. Before lllinois Health
Connect was implemented, clients had great difficulty getting care from providers,
making appointments, securing referrals for specialty care, clients often flooded and
cverwhelmed the HFS Client help lines for assistance and would merely receive paper
print outs of providers that may see them for services. This frequently resulted in clients
accessing care in ERs and other locations that were not the most appropriate setting for
care, did little to manage a clienf's overall health care needs and resulted in escalated
costs for services.

The initial implementation of the lllinois Health Connect Program significantly reduced
the volume of client and provider calls coming into and flooding the HFS Client Help
Lines, including the All Kids Call Center, clients received designated medical homes
that provided appoiniments for their members and coordinated their care, referrals {o
specialists occurred more frequently and savings were generated over the first several
years of the program. In addition, all HF S clients had a designated resource to work
with for assistance in finding providers and scheduling appointments, received notice of
primary and preventive services that are due (based on HFS claims data), and received
education about the benefits of a medical home and how to access care.

Although llfinois Health Connect is no longer a statewide program, it continues o be an
essential program that operates in the non-mandatory counties for almost 400,000
Medicaid clients and is the primary resource for individuals that are currently excluded
(TPL, SSI, DCFS, DSCC, etc.) from mandatory participation in a managed care
program. Medicaid clients that are not mandatorily required to participate in a managed
care program are direcied to ihe lllinois Health Connect helpline for assistance in
locating providers in their area of service, and for scheduling appointmenis. In addition,
lliinois Health Connect will continue to assist the ACEs and CCEs with the management
of their provider network files, will process ACE and CCE member PCP switches,
generate ACE and CCE PCP panel rosters {identifies which members are assigned to
each PCP, within each health plan on a day-to-day basis), and offer PCPs in the ACEs
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and CCEs provider profiles for use in quality improvement efforts, as the ACEs and
CCEs move forward with becoming a full-risk plan or merging with another MCO.

lilinois Health Connect Call Center

lllinois Health Connect operates a call center in Schaumburg, lllinois, to assist both
clients and providers in achieving access to care, including primary and preventive care.
In FY'15, the lllinois Health Connect call center averaged nearly 47,000 calls per month.
Prior to statewide expansion, the FY14 monthly call volume averaged over 55,000 calls
per month. Calls coming into the call center cover a variety of client issues including:

Changing PCPs

Health plan education

Assistance making appointments

Assistance coordinating access to specialty care

Responding to provider inguiries on program changes

Assistance with quality fools that support the PCP's efforts in managing and
coordinating care for clients

Client Education and Qutreach Assistance

In order to assist clients, lliinois Health Connect has implemented many outreach and
education strategies over the course of the program. These efforts were designed to
help client's better understand the importance of their medical home, working with their
PCP, and the importance of health and wellness. One example of this strategy is the
Early Periodic Screening Diagnosis and Treatment (EPSDT) initiative, which is in
response to the Federal EPSDT mandate for children enrolled in Medicaid. This
initiative provides education to clients on the importance of EPSDT, encourages clients
to get well-child checkups for their children, and assists clients in making appointmenis
with their child’s PCP for needed primary and preventive checkups and services, such
as immunizations. During FY15, [llinois Health Connect made over 300,000 outreach
and education calls to clients regarding EPSDT services.

Medical Homes

Not only are goals for the overall client initiatives being achieved under lilincis Health
Connect, the program has also established good working relationships with almost
6,000 PCPs and countless provider and community groups across the state to enhance
the access to care for Medicaid clients. lllinois Health Connect connects with providers
through a dedicated toll-free provider helpdesk and has stationed many provider service
representatives and quality nurses in the field to facilitate outreach and education efforts
with providers, including distributing information on HFS programs, assistance with
billing and use of the MEDI syster, assisting with quality improvement efforts, better
understanding the use of claims data to identify which members are due for services,
and also drive improved access to care through sharing of best practices with
participating PCPs.

Physicians that participate as a medical home for clients are enrolled as an lllinois

Health Connect PCP. Enrolled PCPs serve as a clieni's medical home and coordinate
and manage the client’s primary and preventive services, including well child visits,
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immunizations, screenings, and follow-up care as needed. The PCPs also issue
referrals to specialisis for additional care or iests as needed.

Having a medical home and PCP ensures that clients have access to quality care from
a provider that understands their unique health care needs and receives the advantages
of care coordination and case management. Appendix B, Table B.1, provides the
unique number of professionals enrolled as Medicaid providers as of June 30, 2015, by
licensed profession, by county, and, for counties with a population of 100,000 or
greater, by geo zip code. In most non-mandatory counties throughout lfinois, the
medical home capacity for eligible clients is double the number of eligible clients in the
county. This expansive network allows clients to have several choices of a medical
home and increased access io care.

Quality Tools

Hlinois Health Connect offers an array of support services and educationat opportunities
for PCPs and their staff. These support services include monthly Webinars and fraining
opportunities on topics that impact providers' practices, and surveys to obtain provider
feedback on the program and participation in quarterly Program Subcommitiee
meetings. Often the educational opportunities are provided by lllinois Health Connect in
conjunction with support from community-based organizations. During FY15, lllinocis
Health Connects’ Provider Service Representatives and Quality Assurance Nurses in
the field made over 8,000 visits fo providers’ offices to assist with billing/coding
questions, program administration, identification of EPSDT standards, quality
improvements efforts and to provide MED! training.

Currently, lllinois Health Connect provides PCPs access fo the following quality tools for
use within their praciices:

e Panel Rosters — Access to an electronic panel roster through the Department's
secure MEDI system. Panel rosters help providers manage their client’s care by
identifying clients that are enrclled with the PCP and may be due for screening or
checkups based on HFS claims data.

¢ Claims History Summaries — Through the Department's secure MEDI sysiem,
physicians treating Medicaid clients can access HFS claims-based client health
summaries that include client medication and immunization histories, previous
lab orders, hospitalizations and other medical procedures. With the claims history
of a client, a PCP Is able to review the client's medical history, assisi in
assessing additional medical needs and determine compliance and on-going
medical needs.

e Provider Profiles — On a semi-annual basis (spring and fall) PCPs receive a
profile report summarizing their individual performance on specified clinical
indicators in addition to an aggregate summary of the performance of all PCPs
participating in the Hllinois Health Connect program. The data reflected in the
Provider Profiles is gathered from HFS claims data.
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Bonus Program for High Performance

The Bonus Program for High Performance encourages PCPs fo provide primary and
preventive services in accordance with established quality measurements to drive the
adeption of quality improvement initiatives within their practices. Under the program,
qualifying PCPs are eligible to receive annual bonus payments for each qualifying
service under a bonus measurement. The bonus program payment is based on
services provided for all clients enrolled on the PCP’s panel on December 1 of the
program year who have received one or more of the following services: Immunization
Combeo 3, Developmental Screenings, Asthma Management, Diabetes Management,
Lead Screening or Breast Cancer Screening.

In 2014, over $4.6 million was distributed to nearly 5,000 PCPs for care provided in
2013 that exceeded the quality standards. Within the next month, it is anticipated that in
2015 HFS will issue aver $3.3 million in bonus payments to almost 4,600 qualifying
PCPs for the 2014 bonus program. The Department anticipated that the bonus
payments issued in 2095 would be less than previous bonus program years due {o the
transition of clients from PCCM into mandatory managed care under Medicaid Reform.

Specialty Resource Datahase

lliinois Health Connect assists PCPs and enrollees in connecting with specialists for
speciaity care, through their Specialty Resource Database (SRD). The SRD provides
specific information on the circumstances under which specialists are available to
provide care to an eligible client. A specialist’s registration in the SRD aliows llinois
Health Connect to assist PCPs in directing clients to the most appropriate specialist
provider. A breakdown of specialists by licensed type and specialty, by county and by
geo zZip code for counties with populations of 100,000 or greater is provided in Appendix
B, Table B.2.

lilinois Health Connect Medical Home Edif Program

The implementation of the medical home edit program reguires lllincis Health Connect
patients to see their assigned PCP, or a provider or clinic affiliated with their assigned
PCP. PCPs seeing lllinois Health Connect patients who are not enrolled on their panel,
or on an affiliated PCP's panel, on the date of service, must obtain a referral from the
patient's assighed PCP in order to be reimbursed by HFS for services provided. PCPs
are able to submit referrals for their patients to see other enrolled PCPs through the
Hlinois Health Connect Provider Portal via the secure HFS MEDI system, directly with
lllincis Health Connect via fax, or by calling the lilinois Health Connect Provider
Helpline. Specialists and non-IHC PCPs do not require a referral under this phase of
the medical home edit program. During FY15, PCPs entered an average of 150
referrals per month. Prior to expansion the monthly PCP referral volume was an
average of 650 referrals per month.
