Call to Order — HFS staff member Gabriela Moroney called the meeting to order on
September 2 at 2:35 PM.

Background and systems overview — Ms. Moroney provided a presentation on the
background of the subcommittee and the services available within the Illinois Medicaid
program that support community integration. See attached presentation for content.

Introductions of subcommittee members — Subcommittee members introduced
themselves and provided information about their interest in serving on the subcommittee.
Generally speaking, subcommittee members voiced strong enthusiasm for their work on
the subcommittee.

Selection of subcommittee chair — Ann Lundy nominated Amber Smock to serve as
chair of the subcommittee. This nominationwas seconded by Kathy Carmody. The
subcommittee unanimously elected Ms. Smock as chair.

Expectations for subcommittee members — Ms. Moroney reviewed expectations for
subcommittee members.

Discussion and public comment — Subcommittee members discussed their hope that the
subcommittee would develop actionable recommendations to submit to the Medicaid
Advisory Committee. Key themes included:
e Importance of prioritizing the person.
o Need to grow awareness across the health and human service sector of the
resources available to support community integration.
e Need for workforce development.
e Essential role of supportive housing.
e Value of technology to support people in the community.
e Need to better coordinate services on behalf of individuals with disabilities and
older adults.

Time remained for public comment, however, no members of the public elected to offer
comment during this session.

The subcommittee established consensus that the subcommittee would meet the first
Thursday of every other month from 3-5PM. The next meeting was scheduled for
Thursday, November 4 from 3-5PM.

Identify agenda focus for November meeting — The subcommittee agreed that the focus
of the November meeting would be to elicit input from the subcommittee and the public
on unmet needs for individuals wishing to receive services and supports in the
community.
